Saint Nimatullah Kassab Al-Hardini 
Joseph Kassab was born in 1808. He entered the school of the monks of St. Anthony at Houb from 
1816 to 1822, and the monastery of St. Anthony Qozhaya as a novice in November 1828. There, he 
adopted the name Nimatullah and professed his first vows on November 14, 1830. 

After he finished his theological studies, he was ordained a priest in the monastery at Kfifan 
on December 25, 1833.  He became a member of the General Council for three terms and 
taught in monastic schools. Father Nimatullah Hardini died in the monastery of Kfifan 
on December 14, 1858. On May 10, 1998, Pope John Paul II, presided over his Beatification, 
and then over his Canonization as a Saint for the Universal Catholic Church, on May 16, 2004. 

Prayer for the intercession of Saint Nimatullah 

O Heavenly Father, the source of all holiness, You are glorified in your saints. 

You have bestowed grace upon Nimatullah, so he forsake the world to live for You and with you 
in the solitude of the monastery. 

O Lord Jesus, the Holy One of all saints, You have called Nimatullah and filled him with your grace and 
blessing, so he could follow You on the harrow path of perfection and holiness. He followed Your path 

carrying his cross with joy, the cross of communal life, by which he was sanctified. 

O Holy spirit, you have inspired Nimatullah, so that he became a monk and lived in the monastery, 
where he educated his brethren and managed all things wisely and prudently.  

He was an ideal teacher and encourager to Saint Charbel his disciple, and many others. 

We beseech You, O Holy Trinity, through Saint Nimatullah, to enlighten the path of salvation 
before us, for You are the first and last aim. Bring us back to You so that we may renew the image 

and the likeness that You have installed in us. 

We thank You and glorify You with our mother, the Blessed Virgin Mary, of whom Nimatullah 
was a devout, and with Your saints, You who live and reign in holiness for ever, Amen.

“Let Them PLAY” 
Our parish is in the early stages of planning the addition of a Playground for our 
children on our Church property. The complete project will include: 

1. A playground system accommodating 75 children 

2. An additional swing set 

3. Ground cover and borders

6. Water fountains 

The system is designed by a top USA manufacturer and will be made of non-
corrosive galvanized steel coated with powder coating for a maintenance-free life-
time of use.
